COMMENTS ON THE REVISED LOCAL PLAN "OUR VISION FOR SIDMOUTH.6.129
We will as requested concentrate on the revised wording in the LP.

Vision for Sidmouth 6.129 page 132.

Nobody challenged this sensible vision of the town's future in the original version. 
But as SOS pointed out this was incompatible with the draconian provisions for an Employment site at Sidford. Unfortunately the changes have now enshrines the Sidford development instead of seeking ways of encouraging employment within the town, and of developing the underused employment site there. In addition the inclusion of the Manstone depot for 28 dwellings in the Plans,  further destroys employment in the town and encourages the development of an alternative employment site.

We do not consider these changes to be "MINOR", the exclusion of consideration of an improvement at existing Employment sites completely changes the nature of Sidmouth vision

Our comments on the revised text..

1. "Historical" should be replaced by "Historic" a childish grammatical error by the LP's author.

2. The earlier wording for the last sentence of this  paragraph was;-"Provision will be made for an improved employment site or sites, although it may be necessary for provision to be located outside the existing  built-up area boundary if no alternative sites are available within the town". 

The revised wording merely states that "Provision will be made for a NEW 
employment site". This totally omits any vision of improving the existing 
employment site of the Alexandria road estate, where it has been shown that 
there is sufficient land for further development, particularly if the access road 
is improved. 


In SOS view, this possibility should be reinstated, and strengthened so that it is 
obligatory for EDDC to develop the existing site first before encroaching 
onto AONB based on Employment prediction which are completely false.
